Plan now to join with other CACers at
the annual CAClI Convention/
Vacation, July 7-13, 2013, in Portland,
Oregon. Portland is accessible by
about a dozen airlines, with non-stop
flights from some major cities. If you
arrive in Portland by air, you’ll pass
over Mt. Hood with the treetops
looking close enough to touch. If the
day is clear, you should see the other
two local mountains, Mt. St. Helens
and Mt. Adams, as well. Those arriv-
ing by train to Portland’s Union Sta-
tion should enjoy equally scenic
views as they travel.

We are staying at the DoubleTree by
Hilton Hotel Portland, just across the
river from the downtown city area.
You can use your complimentary
MAX pass and hop on the MAX (local
light rail) at the corner of the street,
and you’ll be downtown or across the
city in minutes. You can start or end
your day by relaxing at the hotel’s
outdoor pool or spending a few min-
utes in the fitness center. We are

bringing back breakfasts, per mem-
ber requests. There will be coupons
to cover the buffet breakfast offered
in the hotel’s restaurant for Monday
— Friday of the convention.

Across the street from our hotel is
Lloyd Center, a large shopping mall. If
you've forgotten to pack something
or merely want to add to your ward-
robe, check it out. In the downtown
area is Powell’s City of Books, a full
block square bookstore set in a
neighborhood with many microbrew
pubs. Voodoo Doughnuts is a mere
nine minutes from the hotel. And
remember, Oregon has no sales tax.

Tours are part of the week’s activi-
ties: you can select from a full-day
tour to the Columbia Gorge and Mt.
Hood, a trip along the North Coast to
the Pacific Ocean, a half-day wine-
tasting tour in the Willamette Valley,
a white-water rafting trip along the
White Salmon River, as well as an
introductory city tour.

Or plan your own touring opportuni-

ties. There are lunchtime concerts at
Pioneer Courthouse Square with
nearby food carts to provide lunch.
You can sign on for daily walking or
biking tours around the city — or use
the paths along the river on your
own. And a “must see” are the gar-
dens; Portland is known as the Rose
City. Washington Park has both the
International Rose Test Garden and
the Japanese Garden. Museums
abound, from the World Forestry
Center (also at Washington Park) to
the Portland Art Museum and Ore-
gon History Center (in the downtown
area) to the OMSI (Oregon Museum
of Science and Industry) just a short
streetcar ride from our hotel.

Portland is the city where the rivers
meet the mountains and where eve-
rything’s coming up roses. Come
join us July 7-13. Meet CAC friends
and make a few new ones for a week
of mild or wild adventures. Evie and |
look forward to seeing you in Port-
land in July!

And do you know that with the CACI
Charity and Community Service Award,
the winning club in each class will receive
a $100 contribution from CACI for the
club to use to assist in their community
service work?

Another very important award is from
the Ed Webb Scholarship Fund. Ed Webb
was our first CACl President. Upon his
death, Ed bequeathed to Catholic Alumni
Clubs monies to start a scholarship fund.
Any club may nominate a student or edu-
cational institution or request a

school to select a student. CACI awards
three $1000 scholarships, one to each

region. Each region will select their win-
ner from among the nominees submitted
by clubs in that region. The recipients will
be announced at the convention.

As | mentioned above our 2013 CACI con-
vention vacation will be Portland. Ore-
gon. Our destination for 2014 is Gatlin-
burg, Tennessee, July 13-19. Our site
selection team is now looking for 2015.
Letters have been sent to the New Eng-
land states, New York, New Jersey, Mas-
sachusetts, and Nova Scotia. If you know
of a specific location in any of these ar-
eas that you feel would be a good con-
vention vacation site for us, please let
me know and | will pass the information
on to our site selection team. These ar-
eas were chosen based on feedback on
the surveys turned in at our 2012 con-
vention in Charleston. Delegates at the
business meetings in Portland this sum-
mer will vote on the sites presented for
2015. Hawaii was also high on the survey
so we might get some preliminary bids to
present to the delegates and see if they
want us to pursue Hawaii more. We are
working for you so we would like your
input.

A suitable crossing of the Arkansas River
was located near a small rock formation.
In 1722, French explorer Jean Baptiste
Bernard de la Harp gave it the name “La
Petite Roche”, or, in English, “the little
rock.” In time, the area surrounding the
river ford became known as “the little

rock”, a spot where the flat lands of the
Mississippi Delta ended and the foothills
of the Quachita Mountains began.

from the airport and with a free shuttle
service.
